Executive Summary

The five year Consolidated Plan (FY 2000-05) is an application for federal funds (CDBG, HOME, and ESG) that requires a community to describe its needs, priorities, strategies, goals, and objectives for a five year period.  The primary objective of these federal programs is to provide decent housing and a suitable living environment with expanded economic development opportunities predominantly for persons of low and moderate income.

Lowell’s Vision

The City of Lowell’s vision is to become a “Destination City”.   By drawing on the communities’ many assets, Lowell has become a model city attracting visitors and inquiries from beyond the boundaries of New England. The goal is to continue developing these resources, linking them to a coherent plan for the future that will unite the community and develop pride making it possible to implement the Plan.
