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HIT AND RUN CRASH SERIOUSLY INJURES PEDESTRIAN 
 

 The Lowell Police Department is seeking assistance in locating the vehicle and operator wanted 

in the hit and run crash that seriously injured a 52 year old Lowell resident. The incident took place at
