Members of 

the Master Plan Steering Committee will serve as a liaison between the project consultant, the 

Department of Planning and Development, and the wider community. The Steering Committee 

shall be comprised of public officials and members of the community at large, which may 

include members of Lowell’s business community, long-time and newer residents across all 

City neighborhoods, planning professionals, non-profit and institutional partners, and faith-

based leaders. Members may be asked to: discuss concerns and goals; offer guidance on public 

engagement strategies; review draft documents, data, and findings; and refine plan 

recommendations.

ESSENTIAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

 Attends quarterly meetings either in person or virtually.

 Provides input and feedback to the planning team throughout the master planning 

process.

 Recommends strategies for public outreach and engagement.

 Reviews and issues recommendations concerning other matters as referred to the 

Committee, from time to time, via the project team, City Manager, or City Council.
